 Restructured practical exercises and categorized them into 4 types (ie, hands on application, research topic, case study, 
thought provoking question) 

 Moved practical exercises and advance learning options to separate appendix sections in each toolkit; added hyperlinks to 
easily move back and forth between sections of each toolkit 

 Integrated 3 tools used for planning, monitoring progress, and checking off completion into one tool (PIER Map and Resident
